▪ Freshly applied Sikafloor® MultiDur WS-10 ECC must be protected from damp, condensation and water for at least 24 hours.
▪ Prevent premature drying by protecting from strong wind and do not expose to direct sun light while fresh.
▪ Applications under extreme conditions (high temperature and low humidity) which can cause fast drying of the products must be avoided as the product does not allow the use of curing compounds. The incorrect assessment and treatment of cracks may lead to a reduced service life and reflective cracking.
▪ Static cracks: Prefill and level with Sikadur® or Sikafloor ® epoxy resin. 
▪ Dynamic cracks (> 0.4 mm): To be assessed on site and if necessary apply a stripe coat of elastomeric material or design as a movement joint.
▪ For exact colour matching, ensure the Sikafloor®-2540 W in each area is applied from the same control batch numbers.
▪ When used as a temporary moisture barrier (TMB), application should be a minimum of 2,0 mm thickness
