3. Mix the 2-part Sikadur®-31 CF Normal adhesive and apply on the sides of the joint / crack by brush, trowel or spatula.

4. Firmly press Sikadur-Combiflex® SG tape into the adhesive using a roller.

5. Apply Sikadur® adhesive on top of the Sikadur Combiflex ® SG tape.
