Installation requirements:

SURFACE PREPARATION General
Surfaces must be structurally sound, clean, dry and free from grease, oil, dirt and other contaminants that would prevent a good
bond. Ambient temperature, surfaces and materials should be maintained at temperatures higher than 10°C.

Concrete Slabs

Concrete slabs must be fully cured and must accept water penetration. Test by sprinkling water on various areas of the substrate.
If water penetrates, then a good bond can be achieved; if water beads, surface contaminants are present, and loss of adhesion
may occur. Contaminants should be mechanically removed before installation. Concrete must be free of efflorescence and not
subject to hydrostatic pressure.

NON-POROUS SUBSTRATES 
Mechanically prepare the substrate or use ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO PREP N PRIME. If using ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO PREP 'N' PRIME, stir before use and apply to the correctly prepared substrate using a brush or roller. ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO PREP 'N' PRIME must be allowed to dry for approximately 45 minutes @ 21°c prior to the application of ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL. (Dependent on substrate porosity, ambient temperature and relative humidity). MIXING 
Mix the entire 20kg bag of powder with 5.4L of clean, cool water. Slowly add powder to the water while mixing with a heavy duty 13mm electric drill and mixing paddle at 500 RPM. Thoroughly mix for 2 minutes to a lump-free consistency. 
APPLICATION Pour or pump ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL, then spread with a long handled gauged spreader. ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL will seek its own level during the first 10 - 20 minutes. For featheredging and touch-ups, use a smoothing tool. ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL can be applied up to 15mm thick in one application. If a second layer is required, install immediately after the first layer has set to a walkable hardness. If the first layer has dried over 12 -14 hours, re-prime with ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO PRIME WB before the second application of ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL. 

DRYING 
After final set ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL dries to a walkable hardness in approximately 12 - 14 hours at 21°C. Allow 18- 24 hours at 21°C prior to the application of ceramic tiles or stone. Allow 24 hours at 21°c prior to the application of impervious floor coverings & wood flooring. For temperatures below 20°C, allow the product to cure for an extended period of time. Test for moisture content before applying vinyl or wood flooring. Drying time is dependent on temperature, relative humidity and bed
 thickness of ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL. 

CLEAN UP 
Clean tools and equipment with warm water and detergent while the product is still wet. 
COVERAGE 20kg bag of ECO SYSTEMS™ ECO LEVEL will cover approximately 4m2 at 3mm thick.
